Course Description

This course is a critical evaluation of the contribution of Sidat Sangarawa to Sinhala

grammar, and later grammatical traditions and schools. Since post-13" century Sinhala
grammar was often based on Sidat Sangarawa, later grammatical works cannot be fully
understood without referring to that text. In addition, later grammarians attempted to
overcome the weaknesses in Sidat Sangarawa by making it instrumental in developing
modern Sinhala grammar. This course traces the historical evolution post-Sidat Sangara

Sinhala grammar.
