Eligibility

To be eligible to apply for HUSTEP, students must:
1. be enrolled in full-time undergraduate degree programs at overseas universities that have concluded a student exchange agreement
with Hokkaido University.
be enrolled and pay tuition fees at their home universities as full-time students during the entire period of study in Japan.
have completed at least two years of undergraduate study at their own university prior to arrival in Japan.
have a cumulative grade point average (GPA) of 3.0 or better on a 4.0 scale or equivalent.
be proficient in English. Non-native English speakers must have a score of at least TOEFL iBT 79 or IELTS 6.5.
be able to arrive by late September or the first week of April.
*A different internationally-recognized English test result such as CEFR (at least C1) may be accepted.
TOEIC and Duolingo are not accepted.

Home University Coordinator sends us the application together with required documents by email.

Hokkaido University reviews the application.

Hokkaido University notifies successful applicant and issues further instructions.
